The workshop will be held July 31-August 4, 2006, Monday through Friday, from 10am
to 4 pm. The workshop was developed and has been taught by book artist New York
Public Library staff member Cheryl Shackleton-Hawkins since 1993.

The Center for Book Arts is dedicated to the preservation of the traditional crafts and
bookmaking, as well as encouraging contemporary interpretations of the book as an art
object. Founded in 1974, it was the first non-profit organization of its kind in the nation.
The Center organizes exhibitions related to the art of the book and offers an extensive
selection of educational courses, workshops and seminars in traditional and contemporary
bookbinding, letterpress printing, and other associated arts.

The Center is located at 28 West 27th St., on the 3rd floor, between 6™ Ave. and
Broadway.
